No man has ever entered the Army of the Potomac from purer motives of patriotism
than our brave young friend Dunham --- Many a noble heart has been stilled in death by
Southern assassins; many a noble sacrifice during the past two years has bled upon the
altar of Freedom and the Union; but no nobler offering or purer sacrifice has been offered
than was offered by Corporal Dunham, when he gave up his young life and fell on the
bloody field of Gettysburg, a martyr in a glorious cause.

His dying message to his beloved parent and friends was worthy the Christian patriot
and hero.

Corporal Dunham has been in all the battles in which the Minnesota First has
participated, and has always been spoken of in the highest terms by all his superior
officers, and his name and memory will ever be fondly cherished by all loyal citizens
who had the pleasure of knowing him at home, and his brave companions in arms.

The loyal will everywhere sympathize with the bereaved friends.

EDNA JANE HURT, Climelia Abigail Ariail family line
Jane Hurt Yarn, Environmentalist
Jane Hurt Yarn was one of former President Jimmy Carter’s closest advisers.

For more than 25 years, Jane Hurt Yarn fought to preserve what was wild.

She raised $28,000 to purchase tiny Egg Island on the Georgia coast in 1969.

“Housewife Saves an Island,” a newspaper headline read.

After that, Mrs. Yarn helped the Nature Conservancy of Georgia buy three more
islands; Wolf, Ossabaw and Wassaw.

From there, she became a nationally known environmentalist, serving as one of former
President Jimmy Carter’s closest advisers in Georgia and the White House.

“Without her insight and sensitivity, | could never have accomplished what | did
environmentally,” Mr. Carter said in June. “Her calm, patient leadership long since
qualified Jane Yarn as a hero of mine.”

Mrs. Yarn, a native of Scottsboro, Ala., died Wednesday of cancer at her Buckhead
home. She was 71.

“No other single individual has done as much for conservation in Georgia as Jane
Yarn,” Gov. Zell Miller said this year.

Her dedication earned her dozens of awards, including the Conservationist of the Year
Award from the Georgia Wildlife Federation, which she won in 1969 and again this year.
As an activist, Mrs. Yarn combined her knowledge of conservation issues with social
graces that “left even the most rabid land developer saying ‘yes, ma’am,’” said Joe

Tanner, head of the State Commission on Privatization.

Mrs. Yarn and Mr. Tanner worked together when he was commissioner of natural
resources in Georgia. She helped organize the department in 1972, Mr. Tanner said.

“Anything important in conservation and she was involved in it,” he said. “She leaves a
lasting legacy to Georgia and the nation.”

Mrs. Yarn’s interest in conservation was ignited by a 1967 hunting expedition with her
family in Africa. “When we returned I was convinced we needed to save what we had,”
she said in a recent interview.

The funeral will be at 2:30 p.m. Sunday at All Saints Episcopal Church, with burial at 1
p.m. CDT Monday in Cedar Hill Cemetery in Scottsboro.

Surviving are her husband, Dr. Charles P. Yarn; three children, Amanda Yarn Hughes
of Atlanta, Charles Andrew Yarn of Lilburn and Douglas Hurt Yarn of Watkinsville; and
five grandchildren.

The Honorable Edna Jane Hurt Yarn
The Honorable Jane Hurt Yarn, a prominent figure in both state and national
environmental movements for three decades, died October 18, 1995 of cancer. Born in




Greenville, SC in 1924, Jane Hurt Yarn was the daughter of John Henry and Edna Brown
Hurt of Scottsboro, AL.

She was educated in Saint Mary’s College, Raleigh, NC and Converse College,
Spartanburg, SC where she was awarded an Honorary Doctorate in 1979.

Jane Yarn began her environmental work by initiating the preservation of Georgia
marsh and coastal islands. She became an advisor to then Governor Jimmy Carter and
later served in the White House during the Carter Presidency.

She served on the boards of numerous state and national environmental organizations
including The Nature Conservancy, The Wilderness Society, The Georgia Conservancy,
and the Southern Environmental Law Center. She was Chairperson of the Charles A.
Lindbergh Fund and served on the boards of several foundations including the
Cumberland Island Foundation, Saint Catherine’s Island Foundation, and the American
Farmland Trust.

She has been an advisor to the National Park Service and the U.S. Forest Service.

Her many honors include: Atlanta Woman of the Year (1970), the National Nature
Conservancy Oak Leaf Award (1989), the National Wildlife Federation Special
Conservation Award (1978), and the Common Cause Public Service Achievement Award
(1995).

She is a two time recipient of the Georgia Wildlife Federation’s Conservationist of The
Year (1969) and (1995). The New Interpretive Education Center at Tallulah Gorge State
Park will be named after her, and the Southern Environmental Law Center, Atlanta
Office, will be dedicated in her honor.

In 1994, she received the first Jane Hurt Yarn Award of The Nature Conservancy in
Georgia, named in her honor. Trees have been planted in her honor in the Chattahoochee
River Park by the National Park Service and in LaFayette Square in Washington, DC by
the U.S. Forest Service.

A Tribute to Climax’s Lt. Col. Doyce Ariail

The City of Climax and surrounding community has lost another citizen who gave
freely of his time and efforts to make life in the small town of Climax more enjoyable for
all those he touched.

A role model for many youth who are now adults, and an icon for community service,
retired Lt. Col. Doyce Avriail died on Sunday, April 5.

In 1979, Ariail decided along with his wife, Ann, and four sons to make the Climax
community their home.

After settling in the small town, they made the united Methodist Church their church
home, and thus began the many activities and community services he became known for
in Climax and surrounding area.

He was a member of the Climax Community Club, serving in many capacities
including the construction and preparation of the Swine Time Grounds, official driver of
the Swine Time Princess, served as treasurer and held the office of vice-president. The
club presented him with an official 25-year Swine Time walking cane in honor of his
service.

In 1984, Gov. Joe Frank Harris presented Doyce with a proclamation for his
organization and work with the youth recreation in Whigham and Grady County. Due to
his work with the youth in Climax and Decatur County, and his community service, in
1996, he was nominated and chosen as the representative to carry the Olympic torch
through the city.

When the City of Climax moved the train depot to the present site, and it became City
Hall, Doyce was deeply involved in the moving and extensive renovation program that
followed. He was also instrumental in constructing the Climax City ball park and
coordinating the renovation and preservation of the Climax gym.

He served on the Cedar Grove Cemetery and ham and egg supper committees helping
to benefit the trust fund to care for the grave sites of those interred at Cedar Grove.

He was the patriotic leader in the Flag Day celebration held in the city each year; with
his health failing he participated in the last parade 2008 in his wheelchair and won.

Even in his last weeks and days he was involved in the Decatur County Veterans
Memorial now being erected in Parker Park.

In 2002, to honor his service, the Climax City Council and then Mayor Carl Davis
requested and received permission to name the new four-lane Highway 84 from the city
limit’s on the east end to the west the Doyce Ariail Highway. The late Mayor Davis
presented a proclamation to Doyce to this affect.

Former City Councilman Charles Hadsock recalls Doyce and what he did for the
community.

“Doyce was a good Christian man: he was committed to the Climax United Methodist
Church and the Climax Community. Before his illness, you could always find Doyce
working on community projects, such as the restoration of the Climax Depot, the Climax
School gym, Parker Park and other projects to improve our community.” Hadsock said.

“He was very active in many activities, and during his illness, Doyce never gave up. He
was a fighter, and never wanted sympathy from anyone. He will be missed in the Climax
Community; we extend our sympathy to the Ariail family and pray that the Lord will
comfort them during the loss of a loved one.”

Former City Clerk Alma Hart remembers a good friend.



“Doyce was an asset to the City of Climax and surrounding community. I worked with
him on many projects as he was dedicated to the service of anyone and any project where
needed. He was always dependable. He was a loyal soldier, a Godly man and a family
man. Over the years [ knew him I learned what true friendship was, and I will miss him.”

Verna Barnwell, former Climax City Councilwoman, recalls how Doyce was always
ready to lend a helping hand.

“During my terms as city councilwoman, it was always an honor to know that Mr.
Doyce Ariail was there lending a helping hand anyway he could to assist us in trying to
make Climax a better town. All the work and projects he was involved in will never be
forgotten.”

On Aug. 26, 2000, the Rev. Henry Clark and Barnwell, along with the help of all
citizens, friends and neighbors around the area, sponsored a friends and family day in
Climax held at the depot where Doyce was honored for his outstanding community
service, Barnwell said.

On behalf of the City of Climax Mayor Liz Phillips said, “Doyce Ariail was a man who
loved Climax and its people, and his church; he wanted to always do his best for both. He
was the most active man, right to the end. He gave 100 percent plus. In all things he
showed integrity, honor, courage, service, commitment, duty, and had a tremendous love
for his God, his country and the flag. Many times he made sacrifices for the good of
Climax. He was an awesome outstanding man. He never said no. The Ariail family is
special to me, I feel like I have lost a family member.”

To this reporter, Doyce Ariail was always supportive and encouraging, making sure |
was advised on all projects that he felt deserved media attention, most of the time that
was everything having anything to do with Climax. He always expressed his appreciation
for the Climax news column. I will miss him too. Condolences are sent to his family.
